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	TextField1[0]: Direct service being provided:  The Ahousaht Cultural Youth Centre provides structured activities for the youth and children in our community.  We offer children and youth a safe place to come to participate in healthy alternatives to substance abuse, drug use and suicide.  As we have a very high suicide rate among our youth, we make every effort to star early with children 6-12 and with youth ages, 13-22 to offer a variety of programs and services that will reduce harm and increase self-esteem and pride.  We are open 7 days a week and during the summer months, we are open longer hours to accommodate the fact that the youth are not in school. 

The program activities:  In the area of educational programs, we offer an after school homework program, and buddy reading program, access to computers, first aid, and baking classes.  In the area of Cultural Programs, we offer drum making, carving, cultural arts and crafts and heritage dancing.  In the area of Recreation, we offer canoeing, camping, basketball, baseball, volleyball, youth dances, and family days on Sundays, board game nights, movie nights, pool tables, computer games, and other non-competitive games for children and youth.

	TextField1[2]: The Ahousaht Cultural Youth Centre has since 1982, operated as a Youth Centre serving the community of Ahousaht.  In June of 2004, we became a non- profit society (reg # S-47689) even thought we have been in operation for 25 years.  The Cultural Youth Centre has provided Cultural, Educational, and Recreational activities including an opportunity for the elders in the community to pass on their wisdom and stories to young people, by way of Elders Nights, an evening a week for the Native Singers, dancers and artists to proactive their songs, dances and art.  

-Cultural-  The Ahousaht Cultural Youth Centre Society offers a cultural program, consisting of Arts and Crafts such as paddle making, drum making, painting, and singing and dancing offered throughout the year. These programs are offered from community volunteers, elders, and youth centre staff. These programs are offered to benefit our youth and community members to know our culture and traditions that have been handed down from previous generations. 
-Recreational-  Ahousaht Cultural Youth Centre Society currently offers recreational activities for the children and youth of Ahousaht, such as monthly dances weekly movie nights and daily board games, air hockey, ping-pong, foose ball and pool table. These activities provide the opportunity for children and the youth to acquire social skills to be involved in the community. Our youth centre offers the children and youth a safe place to be where they can participate in positive, healthy recreational activities, learn and master new skills. The children will learn responsibility and independence, through cleaning up, creating their own games and taking care of equipment.
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	TextField1[0]: We plan to have monthly dinners to have the parents interact with their children on a regular basis.  We will do a presentation to the Ahousaht Community at the end of the project.
	TextField1[1]: We are trying to get more community involvement from the community as a whole to help the children and youth with something to do everyday.  We have also in the last year worked with the Rain coast Interpretive Centre to put together some programs for the children to learn about other species such as whales, bears, wolves and much more.  This was such a leaning experience for the children and they loved the attention and time that was given to them on stuff that they may not have other wise known about the whales, bears, and wolves.  
	TextField1[2]: The children and youth will benefit from this project as there are so many with not much to do.  If we are able to offer more programs and services that will reduce harm and increase self-esteem and pride.  We are open 7 days a week and during the summer months, we are open longer hours to accommodate the fact that the children and youth are out of school.
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
